DIAMOND JUBILEE TREES

Part of the Jubilee celebrations planned by Meopham Parish Council will include the planting of one of each of six varieties of native trees to celebrate, during June 2012, the 60 year reign of Her Majesty Queen Elizabeth II. 
The Meopham Historical Society has asked to sponsor one of these trees, an English Oak.  It is hoped that it can be planted on Hook Green in memory of Jim Carley, who lived opposite the Green.
The remaining five trees will be planted in Judsons Recreation Ground.  Four of them will replace four trees which are in very poor condition and need to be removed.  These trees are alongside the fencing on the A227 side of the field.  The fifth tree will be planted in the corner diagonally opposite.  The trees will include a Hornbeam (as a reminder of the Royal Wedding in 2011), Rowan, Whitebeam, Copper Beech and Weeping Silver Birch.

Meopham Parish Council is seeking sponsors for some of these trees and hope that they may be welcomed as a living memorial for a small number of Meopham families.
