Meopham Parish Council Noticeboards

Guidelines for Use

· The Meopham Parish noticeboards are owned by Meopham Parish Council.  The main function of the Meopham Parish Noticeboards is to post Meopham Parish Council notices and display public information that the Council considers will be of value to the people of Meopham.  We also endeavour to allow space for other local notices on the noticeboards.  However, at certain times of the year when space is limited, local notices will be limited and will be authorised using the following priority criteria:

1. Meopham Parish Council notices

2. Police notices & Local Government notices

3. Notices advertising events in Meopham
4. Notices advertising local events elsewhere

Commercial advertising is not permitted.

· Anyone wishing to place a notice on the noticeboards must first contact the Meopham Parish Council office to request an authorisation number.  Details of the procedure, with contact details, will be displayed in a prominent position on each noticeboard.  Any notice placed without an authorisation number will be removed.
· Notices may be posted on the noticeboards for a maximum period of one month or until the date of the advertised event, whichever is less. 

· Notices may be either black and white or colour.

· In order to ensure there is sufficient space for all notices other than Meopham Parish Council notices, they should preferably be no bigger than A5 in size (148 mm x 210 mm).

· Advertisements must be placed on the noticeboards using drawing pins or stapled.

· As the noticeboards are external, it is advised that advertisements are laminated in order to ensure that they are not damaged by inclement weather.
